It would be ideal if  everyone lived their lives doing 
kind things on a daily basis and without thinking 
about it.  Today serves as a Reminder to us all, as it 
is easy to get caught up with hectic schedules and 
fast-paced lifestyles, to stop for a moment and do 
something nice.

How to Observe
Do something nice. The something can be 
anything from buying a cup of  coffee for someone 
in line at the coffee shop to giving a compliment 
to the tired clerk.  Maybe the day calls for sending 
flowers with a card that says “just because,” or 
asking the 
neighbors over 
for a barbecue 
in the backyard 
or mowing 
the lawn for 
someone. 

Directions:
1.	 Preheat oven to 350º and line a 12-cup muffin tin 

with cupcake liners.
2.	 Meanwhile, combine graham cracker crumbs, 

butter, sugar, and salt in a small bowl. Press about 1 
tablespoon of the mixture into each cupcake liner to 
make mini crusts.

3.	 In a large mixing bowl, combine the vanilla cake 
mix with canned pumpkin. Top graham cracker 
crusts with batter.

4.	 Bake until a toothpick inserted into cupcakes comes 
out clean, 22 minutes.

5.	 Let cool slightly while you make ganache: Add 
chocolate chips to a heatproof bowl. In a small 
saucepan over low heat, heat heavy cream just until 
it bubbles. Pour over chocolate chips and let stand 2 
minutes, then whisk until smooth.

6.	 Top each cupcake with a spoonful of ganache, let-
ting some drip down the sides, then add a marsh-
mallow and return to oven. Bake until marshmallow 
is golden, about 5 minutes more.

7.	 Garnish with graham cracker crumbs.

•	 3 c. graham cracker 
crumbs (about 20 
full graham cracker 
sheets), plus more for 
garnish

•	 12 tbsp. butter, 
melted

•	 2 tbsp. sugar
•	 pinch of kosher salt

mix, plus ingredients 
called for on box

•	 1 15-oz. can pumpkin 
purée

•	 1 11-oz. bag chocolate 
chips

•	 3/4 c. heavy cream
•	 12 marshmallows
